Principals/ Vice Principals Report:  E. Stephen advised of the following points in her report:
· No COVID cases at JPS (we did really well with our COVID protocols);
· March Break Spirit Week; 
· SAC provided pizza for the whole school
· First time we did St. Patrick’s Day;
· New teacher to JPS for Grade 4/5 and 6/7 – Miss Robinson;
· SAC provided outdoor equipment for all classes.  Thank you for this equipment.
· Thank you also for the microphones that were purchased for the teachers.
· Indigenous Knowledge Keeper - Rick Revelle (K-8) very well received;
· Plans for a Literacy Consultant to work with primary division (lockdown prevented this).  Erica Chesnick will be working in Ms. Palmer’s classroom.
· We have been working very closely with our clinical team to support students with special education needs; 
· Successful pivot to remote learning (lots of creative teaching ideas, guests into classes, outdoor experiences, etc.);
· Lots of devices and hot spots were given out to families. Staff is using Google classroom, but the Board would like to shift to MS Teams and D2L for next school year;
· Virtual whole school Celebration of Dance; 
· Grade 8 Graduation - plan for virtual/lots of creative ideas being discussed;
· Kindergarten registration is doing well - we have over 20+ new student registrations/student transfers;
· New reporting system (Aspen) - staff have been learning this new program;
· Michele Babcock - our superintendent is retiring; 
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· SAC Whole-School Plantables Initiative (returning, remote, and new students) - thank you! 
· Kindergarten to get new sand and whole school to get new gym equipment. 
· Fence in the back is fixed and we are exploring options for the baseball diamond with the township;
· Outdoor paving and revitalization are still expected to occur this summer.  The advisory committee will be asked for their input.
· We are in the process of planning for next year in terms of student placements, EA support, timetabling, etc.
Treasurer’s Report:  A. Currie advised that we currently have $10,323.88 in our account.  We also have $8005.71 in our bingo account.  Everyone is reminded to share the notices on social media regarding bingo. The proceeds from the spirit wear will be issued by cheque to the council as will the proceeds from the Plantables fundraiser.  We have made approximately $246.00 on flip give as well.

Plants have been ordered from Plantables in order to give one plant to each family.  They should arrive in early June and families will be contacted about picking them up at the school.  This will include remote learners, current and new students.
