Principal/Vice-Principals Report: D. Diamond advised that the Corn Roast will be held on Thursday 26 September. It was agreed that parent council will supply the corn, buns and milk.   D. Diamond will organize pick up for the corn.  A. Currie will arrange for the milk.  A. Currie will bring two coolers for use for the coin.  D. Diamond will also have a sign-up sheet at the corn roast for parents to sign up for email newsletters this year.  It was agreed that if there is a requirement, there could be a tech squad available to show parents/guardians how to view the electronic information.  C. Baldree will also have a table showing the spirit wear that is available for purchase.  More information will be sent home with the students.  
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D. Diamond explained that the room off the gym that parent council have been using along with the teachers is now just for parent council use/items.  The teachers will be moving their stuff out.  Once this is done, K. Lebelle and D. Maillet will organize it to be tidied up.  Thank you to everyone for this as it will make keeping our items much easier.

Christmas Luncheon and Christmas Concert:  The parent council will again provide a Christmas Luncheon for all students and staff.  C. Baldree will find out when the luncheon will be held and advise D. Maillet who will let everyone know.  Parent Council members can then schedule this to enable them to help.  The Christmas Concert date will also be chosen by the teachers and we will be advised.
