Welcome and Introductions:  A. Currie welcomed everyone to the meeting.  All members introduced themselves.  We especially welcome our new members.  It is always great to see new faces and your help is always welcomed.

Agenda:  A. Currie asked for someone to make a motion to accept the agenda for this meeting as presented. K. McPherson made the motion to accept the agenda.  This was seconded by M. Robertson.  A vote was taken and the agenda was accepted.

Parent Council Executive Nominations:  A. Currie made a call for nominations for the positions on Parent Council of Chair, Secretary and Treasurer.  No nominations were received from the members present or previously through the school.  It was agreed that the following members would be acclaimed:

It was suggested that we have an individual shadow our treasurer to learn the position due to the amount of training it takes for this position.  Erinn Gosse expressed her interest in shadowing.  This will be facilitated by D. Smith-Minaker.  Discussion also took place on holding the elections in the spring rather than in the fall for these positions.  However, this would eliminate any new parents who would be joining the school.  Ms. Campbell advised that the elections need to be held in the fall.
	
Principals/ Vice Principals Report:  Ms. Campbell advised that she will be leaving Joyceville and will be going to Amherstview Public School.  She will miss everyone at our school and Parent Council will miss her and thanked her for her time with us and wished her well at her new school.  She introduced Jean Paquin who will be our new Principal.  We all welcome Jean and look forward to working with her in the future.  D. Diamond advised that the return to school is going very well and everyone is adapting to all the changes.  The protocol which will be distributed to the parents/guardians was handed out to the members for their information showing the process for any suspected cases of COVID.  Parents asked if they are required or choose to keep their children home due to sickness, can they join the on line schooling.  D. Diamond advised that they cannot, however, if only home for a short period, parents are encouraged to contact their teachers for work to be completed at home.  The process for the cleaning of the school was discussed and the changes that have taken place there.  D. Diamond

Joyceville currently has 165 students along with 12 remote learners.  She noted that Joan Young has joined our teaching staff teaching grade 2 and 3 until Jess Palmer returns from maternity leave.  As the Corn Roast cannot be held this year, teachers are working on ideas/ways to have an event showcasing our school and giving parents an opportunity to contact teachers.  Stay tuned!!!!

Yard Update:  D. Diamond advised that the changes have been completed on the yard.  Five new trees will be planted in the future along with four more trees along the side.  The students are enjoying the changes.  This will also solve the drainage problems.  The next phase will include the parking lot renovations.

Treasurer’s Report:  D. Smith-Minaker advised that we currently have $13,331.61 in our account.  We have in the past, maintained $9000.00 in our account for the Country Fair.  The following items were approved:

D. Diamond advised that there are a few items that the teachers would like to purchase with the help of the Parent Council.  One class would like to purchase small spray bottles for gardening in their class.  This was approved and K. Beach and J. Sproule will pick these up.  Dawn advised that the teachers would also like to purchase spheros for the school.  D. Diamond will obtain the pricing and present to Parent Council for their approval.  

D. Diamond also advised that the Boys and Girls Club are no longer at the school.  However, the Early On Program will start back up in October.

Bingo:  M. Robertson advised that we have received some funding from the Bingo Place that we were scheduled to participate in even though we were not able to due to COVID.  Once the business is back open, we will be contacted to participate.  

Clothing Orders:  A. Currie advised that the clothing orders are now available to be ordered on line. Parents/Guardians are encouraged to visit the website for Specialty Trophies. A portion of the proceeds will be rebated back to the Parent Council.  Shirts have been ordered for the Junior Kindergartens.  This will need to be included in the budget.  A. Currie advised that there is older Jayhawk clothing that has been returned to the school from last year due to a 
problem encountered.  Members are asked to think about what we can do with these shirts, i.e. do we sell these, raffle them or put in the country store when we are able to have Country Fair.  This will be further discussed at the next meeting.

Fundraising:  Due to COVID, we will not be able to fundraise in our usual ways so any new ideas are welcomed.  Mabel’s Labels is a company that will provide a rebate (20 %)  back to our school if we use them for labels for student personal items.  After discussion, it was agreed that we will sign up for this company.  Please ensure that you check the option of Joyceville Public School when your order.   Flipgive is a company that provides a rebate for on line shopping.  M. Robertson advised that she will look into this company and advise the members.  Further to the meeting, our school has been signed up for this company.  Information will be sent out in the newsletter this week to all parents.  Discussion also took place on Funscript which is a company that gives a rebate on gift cards that you purchase.  M. Robertson will also look into this company and advise the council.  Another company that was suggested was The Card Project.  M. Robertson will look into this as well and advise.

Parent Council Meeting:  The next parent council meeting will be held on Tuesday 27 October 2020 at 6:00 p.m.  A notice will be sent out to advise as to how/where this meeting will be held.
