APRIL 13, 2022

Welcome:  A. Currie, M. Robertson, J. Paquin and E. Stephen welcomed everyone to our first in person meeting in a long while.  It is great to be back together again and actually see everyone’s faces!!!!!
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Approval of Previous Minutes:   A. Currie made the motion to accept the minutes from the previous meeting held on 9 February 2022.  The motion was seconded by K. Beach.  A vote was taken and the minutes were passed.

Agenda:  A. Currie asked for someone to make a motion to accept the agenda for this meeting as presented.  K. McPherson made the motion to accept the agenda.  This was seconded by D. Maillet.  A vote was taken and the agenda was accepted.
	
Principals/ Vice Principals Report:  Principals/Vice Principals report notes are attached for easy reference.  J. Paquin and E. Stephen thanked the council for all their support that they provide to the school and especially during the past year.

Treasurer’s Report: We currently have $7654.82 in our account.  

Bingo Update:  M. Robertson and K. Greenlees advised that we are still looking for volunteers to take time slots to cover our bingo times.  The more people that volunteer the fewer times that each person will need to cover the bingo times.  This has been a very profitable fundraiser and everyone is encouraged to contact K. Greenlees to volunteer.  Everyone is also reminded to share the social media notices regarding the bingos.  It was noted that whoever is covering the 4 p.m. bingos at present time, is only required to walk around and greet people.  The 8 p.m. bingo timeslots are actual bingo times.   Special thanks to the bingo committee for purchasing pizza and milkshakes for the students.

Graduation:  This year’s graduation which will be in person, will be held on 23 June 2022 after school hours.  The students will be going to an escape room after the ceremony.

Country Fair:  It was agreed at a previous separate meeting, that country fair would not be held this year.  We plan to hold this event next year and make it even bigger and better!!!!!

Chairs for Outside:  E. Stephen inquired about the possibility of having chairs purchased for use outside during recesses for students who wish to sit and read.  Ms. Stephen will talk to the students and find out what they would like to see outside and let us know via email.
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Plant Fundraiser:  A. Currie and M. Robertson advised that the recent plant fundraiser raised a profit of $171.00.  They should be arriving on 6 May 2022.  The individuals who placed orders will be contacted regarding delivery.

Flex Fridays/Fun Fridays:  Discussion took place about holding Flex Fridays again this year.  After discussion, it was agreed that we would hold Fun Fridays.  There are events planned for the school for Fridays which are noted further in these minutes.  As far as Flex Fridays, it was decided that the school will reach out to a few individuals about doing something on days other than Fridays which would be of interest to the students. 

Grant for Community Involvement:  A. Currie and M. Robertson advised that we had been approved for $1000.00 for a grant for community involvement.  Each student will be making birdhouses out of popsicle sticks.  Pictures will then be posted online for wildlife involvement.  New students who have registered for next year will also receive these birdhouses.

Movie Night:  Discussion took place regarding holding an outdoor movie night for all students and their families.  It was agreed that due to the weather in May, that we will hold off on holding this event until the new school year.  

Water Day:  Discussion had taken place at the earlier meeting regarding country fair about the possibility of having a water fun day for the school.  It was agreed it would be held on 10 June 2022.  E. Stephen advised that students in the higher grades will be asked to come up with some fun games and activities for all students to be able to take part in.    Hot dogs and buns will be kindly donated from Baldrees No Frills in Gananoque.  D. Maillet contacted Reids Dairy and ice cream cups would be able to be purchased at a cost of $129.00.  K. McPherson contacted a company about an obstacle course.  The cost would be approximately $465.00 which includes set up, the generator, take down and a staff member to run it.  Kristin will contact the company about the change in date than was originally discussed.  J. Paquin will contact the school board to obtain approval for using the obstacle course.  The Bingo committee will be contacted to obtain approval to spend $500.00 from the bingo account to cover ice cream and supplies for the games/activities and $465.00 for the rent for the obstacle course.  Further to the meeting, the bingo committee were contacted and all were in agreement with using funds from the bingo account for this event.  
  
Family Picnic:  J. Paquin made a suggestion that we hold a family picnic for all students and their families who are able to attend.  This had been done at a previous school she was at and it was a great success.  It was agreed that we would hold this event on Thursday 2 June 2022 from 1:00 to 3:00 p.m.  Please note the date change from the meeting, due to a PA day.  A notice will be sent home by J. Paquin/E. Stephen to all parents explaining this day.  Parents will be asked to advise if they are not able to attend so that parents who can attend can include these children in their picnics.  All food will be provided by the parents/guardians.  This will allow the 
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students and parents/guardians/grandparents to meet everyone at the school.  It’s been a long time since we were able to be together.  

Next Meeting:  This will be the last meeting of the year.  A future meeting will be held in the new school year.  See you all then!!!!
