Welcome:  A. Currie and J. Paquin welcomed everyone to our meeting.  J. Paquin and A. Domingo introduced our new Principal for next year.  A big welcome was extended to Jenn Osborne and we look forward to working with her in the future.  

Approval of Previous Minutes:   E. Brothers made the motion to accept the minutes from the previous meeting held on 24 April 2023.  The motion was seconded by K. Greenlees.  A vote was taken and the minutes were passed.

Principals/ Vice Principals Report:  The Principals/Vice Principals report notes are attached for easy reference.  A huge thank you was extended to the members of the parent council committee for all their hard work this year.  

Treasurer’s Report:  E. Brothers gave an update on the country fair expenditures and revenues.  This was a very successful year for country fair.  We currently have $17156.00 in our school advisory account.  K. Greenlees advised that we have approximately $14000.00 in our bingo account.  There are still some expenditures to be taken out which includes any costs related to water day.

Information From the Board of Education:  J. Paquin briefed the members on the survey that is currently being completed by various members of the school community i.e. parents/teachers/council members/community members.  This survey is to obtain thoughts and opinions on the future plans for the board.  The link was given to the members to fill out.  It is also included with these minutes for reference.

School Advisory Board Bylaws:  A. Currie presented the current board bylaws which the School Advisory Committee work under.  A copy is available from Mrs. Currie if anyone would like a copy for their notes.  We will be undertaking elections for new members in September following the guidelines.  

Country Fair Recap/Date for Next Year:  A brief discussion took place about the country fair held earlier this month.  It was very successful but a few lessons were learned for next year.  It was agreed that E. Brothers will chair the country fair committee next year and this will be a separate committee from the school advisory.  Notes have been made for next year.  It was 
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decided we will once again next year hold the country fair and the date will be June 1, 2024.  Thank you is extended to all the members, school members and the community.  Special mention to our students for all their enthusiasm.  

School Choir Performing at Frontenacs Game for Next Year:  A. Currie advised that she has booked two dates for the school to participate at the Frontenacs Game.  The first date of Friday October 27, 2023 is just for attending the game.  The choir will not be performing.  The second date is Sunday February 4, 2024.  The choir will sing at that game and tickets for this game should be able to be paid for by the Bingo funds.  Stay tuned for more information in the new school year.

Fresh From the Farm and Other Fundraising Ideas:  A. Currie presented a proposal received from the Board on Fresh From the Farm selling fresh vegetable bundles.  After discussion it was agreed that we would not participate in this fundraiser.  The next fundraiser idea discussed was whether to again sell the poinsettias as we did last year.  This was very well received and the poinsettias were beautiful.  It was agreed we would once again participate in this fundraiser.  However, we will request that our delivery date be sooner than last year.  More information will be shared in the new school year.  

Possible Corn Roast Next School Year:  Discussion took place surrounding the possibility of having a corn roast/open house next year.  This has been a long standing gathering for Joyceville School but has not been held the past few years due to COVID.  It was felt that we would like to once again start holding this event.   D. Maillet will find out from previous years how much corn we have needed and K. Greenlees will talk to Forman Farms about the corn.  

Hot Dog/Water Day:   The final arrangements are underway for Hot Dog/Water Day.  The hotdogs have been kindly donated this year by the Morgan Family.  The inflatables have been booked along with the foam machine.  The Fire Department will again be coming to finish off the day.  The food arrangements are well underway.  Thank you to everyone who has offered to assist that day.
